Tasks that demonstrate the skill
	Explain the implication of a particular statement in the text.

Examine a statement and explain what it suggests:

· unstated cause or effect

· unstated judgment of a character

· the mood

· the motivation for a single action

· the meaning of a single obvious symbol

· a metaphor 

· an unstated comparison
